® Against Measles

When you have the documentation of past history of rubella or with record of the second
vaccination against rubella, a measles vaccine is applicable for those who have not had measles
and who have not been vaccinated twice with a low measles antibody titer. Except for these cases,
a combined measles-rubella vaccine is recommended.
® Against Rubella

When a measles vaccine is applicable, a combined measles-rubella vaccine is
recommended for those who have not had rubella and who have not been adequately vaccinated
twice.
